According to the 
findings obtained after the analysis of the data with non-parametric statistical tests, it was found that the students' attitudes 
related to the overall scale were high. When the findings were evaluated in terms of sub-dimensions, it was found that 

le, it was found that there was a significant difference between 
boys and girls for overall scale and third sub-dimension of the scale, although the attitudes of both groups were high. On the 
other hand, when the findings were examined in terms of grade levels, it was found that attitudes were high in all grades and 
there were statistically significant differences among some classes in terms of the third dimension of the scale.
